Winemaker Julie Barry (the “head girl”) sourced her riesling from Barry Marsson’s vineyard at
Watervale, southern Clare, and the shiraz from in the Armagh Valley, near Clare township. The
riesling, though only 11.8 per cent alcohol, sits at the richer end of the regional style spectrum —
in its own pure, vigorous, citrus-varietal way. It’s bone and dry best enjoyed with food, rather
than as an on-its-own aperitif, as you might with a more delicate riesling. The shiraz weighs in at
15 per cent alcohol but the very rich, ripe fruit, buckets of soft tannins and silky texture
completely mask this.
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
